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On-Line Entries System

For our Festival please enter performers and make payment online. The online entry module has been developed by “Run My Festival” and is used by many other festivals. It facilitates quicker processing, later closing dates and reduces the enormous workload for our dedicated secretaries. If you do not have access to the internet you can still post a Paper Entry. 
If you entered performers last year then they will already exist on the system.
CLOSING DATES

· Please note Entries cannot be accepted after the above date.

ONLINE ENTRY

· Go to our website and click on the Enter tab – www.portadownfestival.co.uk
· You will be asked to register the first time you use the system

Once you have completed your registration, it is important that you complete Steps 1-3 first. You may complete this over various sessions, but it is imperative that you complete steps 1-3 below.
The on-line system will not allow a single entrant to enter a Duet, Trio, Quartet or Group class. 

The system will also not allow an entry to a class if they are the incorrect age or gender.

· Add your performers (the system calls them Entrants)

· Ensure you add their Date of Birth.
· Competition Ages are calculated on 1st Jan of the festival year.
STEP 2 - Please complete this exercise in good time.
· If you have Duets, Trio, Quartet  go to CREATE GROUP WITH MEMBERS
· Add the two, three, or four names 

STEP 3 - Please complete this exercise in good time.
· If you are entering groups go to CREATE GROUP BY SIZE
· Add name of Group e.g. “Waterson Team 1”, “Waterson Team 2” etc
· Add number in the group e.g. 4, 15, 34 etc

Only when you have completed steps 1-3 proceed to step 4.

STEP 4

· Select the Classes for each Entrant and add to the basket.
· The on-line system will not allow a single entrant to enter a Duet, Trio, Quartet or Group class. 

· The system will also not allow an entry to a class if they are the incorrect age or gender.

· When finished go to Checkout.
· Don’t forget to add TITLE of your piece when prompted.
· Online payment can be made using PayPal. There is a small charge for processing online payments, which will be added prior to payment.

· Payment can also be made by cheque. Cheques for online entries should be posted to the Secretary made payable to Portadown Festival Association. Post dated cheques will not be accepted.
· Payment may also be made via the BACS system
· Entries are not accepted until payment has been made.

· At any stage, before payment, you can come back to your order and modify it prior to check out.

· After you have checked out you will receive a confirmation email detailing your entries.

OWN CHOICE POEMS AND PROSE
Portadown Festival Association has a group licence agreement with the Authors Licensing and Collecting Society (ALCS). This covers the copyright associated with performing poetry and prose at our Speech Festival. ALCS now needs to know which poems and prose are being performed at our Festival. This will enable them to ensure that they are correctly apportioning payments to authors and copyright holders, ensuring greater transparency and fairness.

· No performance to be repeated 2 years running
· Please ensure own choice piece is suitable for the class and Festival audiences

· The same poem may not be used in more than one class in any one year.

· In all Classes where “OWN CHOICE” is prescribed no TEST PIECE, set for any other Class, may be chosen nor may the same piece be used for more than one Class.
· Time limit must be adhered to as timing may be carried out at any time. The adjudicators decision is final. Anyone exceeding the time limit will receive a report with no marks.
To keep in line with BIFF recommendation for ALCS rules.

﻿Below is some further clarification on copyright information in light of further contact with BIFF.

For own choice pieces it is preferred that pieces come from published works.  If a piece being performed is not from a published work you must always announce the author. Therefore all own choice performances must be announced with an author.

Please state the Title of the poem along with the author, if the author is listed in a published book as anonymous please state this along with title of the poem  

These rulings also apply to both Traditional and  Irish Poems.
Performers must also provide the following details on the copy which is handed in at the time of the performance 
· The name of the performer ,class number, and the number which they are listed in the programme.
· The name of the author and the title of the book the piece is taken from along with the  
             IBS number.
The Festival is required to submit these details to the British and International Federation Of Festivals (BIFF) as this is a prerequisite for the performance license.
CLASSES

Classes with 3 or less performers will be subject to event timings and may be cancelled.
Where there is own choice in speech section classes these MUST be suitable and appropriate for performance before a mixed audience which may include young children. Content of the piece should also be age appropriate.
Portadown Speech Festival is a cross community event and participants are expected to respect all ethnic groups and minorities.
LATE ENTRIES

Entries after the closing date will not be accepted. It is also not possible to entertain any late entries on the day of the competition.

TROPHIES AND CUPS

Trophies and Cups must be returned to The Jeweller, Tandragee on or before 2nd January  in a clean,
undamaged and well polished state. Any repair costs due to damage of a cup or trophy will be charged to the previous winner.

Creating Safer Festivals for Everyone

The Federation (BIFF) and its member Festivals use the following policies and procedures to create Safer Festivals for everyone: 

1. A single, definitive Child Protection Policy adopted by all Federation Festivals. 

2. One or more designated Festival Safeguarding Officers (FSO) appointed for each Federation Festival.  Portadown Festival Association -  Name:  Mrs Yvonne Turner

3. Best practice advice in the form of Safe Working Practice and Festival Child Protection leaflets, and any other guidance produced by the Federation. This advice is supported by support and training for all Festival staff and volunteers. Guidance includes clear reporting procedures for anyone with a concern about a child.

4. Appropriate recruitment and induction procedures for all new Festival staff and volunteers responsible for providing safe environments for everyone attending/ performing at a Federation Festival.

5. All Festival personnel wear an official Festival badge and a nominated committee member, identified by a yellow badge, will be responsible for dealing with any concerns raised at each Festival Session. All teachers/parents/guardians /carers are asked to report all incidents of any nature to anyone wearing a badge. All reported incidents will be handled in accordance with the Safe Working Practice and Festival Child Protection best practice advice. In addition we will ensure the availability of a quiet area/room where concerns can be expressed in private. 

6. For the duration of a Festival all teachers/parents/guardians/carers are responsible for the continuous care and supervision of their own children/pupils. If they are unable to attend personally, they must delegate their responsibilities to an identified adult and ensure that their children/pupils are aware of the identity and name of the person responsible for their care. This includes ensuring adequate supervision of their children/pupils is in place throughout their time in performance and dressing room areas. Responsible adults entering the vicinity of these areas should make themselves known to Festival officials as all unauthorised adults found here will be challenged. Please note the Festival cannot take responsibility for any property left unattended. 
7. No unauthorised photography, audio or video recording of children and young people is allowed at our Festivals. Where parents/guardians/carers do not wish photos to be taken at all, then the responsible adult attending should ensure that their child is not included in official photos.
8. Some children and adults with support may need help in order to take part. If this is the case we ask the responsible teachers/parents/guardians/carers to contact the Festival organisers prior to arrival. The Festival aims to meet these needs wherever possible but must know beforehand in order to prepare support – or to advise that help cannot be provided on this occasion.

9. The Festival’s Child Protection Policy and approach to Creating Safer Festivals for Everyone is published explicitly in our Syllabus, Programme and on our Website. By completing and signing the entry form (or ticking the box for online entry) all parents/guardians/carers and teachers of competitors under 18 (or adults of any age who may require additional support) confirm that they give (or have obtained) the necessary consents for the performers to take part in the Festival. Without consent the entry to the Festival cannot be accepted
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Child Protection Policy Statement

The British and International Federation of Festivals for Music, Dance and Speech (BIFF) works for amateur festivals everywhere to help create thousands of educational performance opportunities for children and young people each year. 
The Federation and our member Festivals are committed to ensuring safe environments for children and young people and believe that it is always unacceptable for a child or young person to experience abuse of any kind.  

We recognise our responsibility to safeguard the welfare of all children and young people, by a commitment to recommend best practice which protects them.

· Appointing a Federation Head of Safeguarding and, for each Festival, at least one Festival Safeguarding Officer.

· Adopting child protection guidelines through procedures and safe working practice for staff and volunteers working within the legislation and guidance that specifically addresses the needs of young performers (specifically, the Children and Young People Acts 1933 and 1963, and the Children (Performers and Activities) (England) Regulations 2014

· Adopting a safe and balanced approach to the issue of creating and using photography and images of children and young people at our festivals and in our communications.

· Recruiting staff and volunteers safely, ensuring all necessary checks are made

· Sharing information about child protection and safe working practice with children, parents, staff and volunteers.

· Sharing information about concerns with agencies who need to know, and involving parents and children appropriately

· Providing effective management for staff and volunteers through supervision, support and training.

Post dated cheques will not be accepted.

Paper Entries should be forwarded with the appropriate fees preferably by cheques made payable to Portadown Festival Association to the Honorary Secretary for the appropriate section. If a festival section needs to be cancelled, performer entry fees may be refunded, at the discretion of Portadown Festival Association, subject to an administrative charge. Post dated cheques will not be accepted.

On Line Entries for Speech, Music, Dance, will be paid on line. The entry will not be accepted until full payment is made. If a festival section needs to be cancelled, performer entry fees may be refunded, at the discretion of Portadown festival Association, subject to an administrative charge.

COPYRIGHT 

	The Portadown Festival Association is pleased to announce that it has entered into an agreement with the Author’s Licensing and Collecting Society. This means that entrants do not have to seek copyright permission for any poetry, prose or solo dramatic items performed to a time limit of 10 minutes. Performers and teachers will be delighted to know their participation in this Festival means that authors will be directly reimbursed as a consequence of their works being performed at this Festival. Duologues and group dramatic activity are NOT covered by this agreement, and copyright for these items should be sought by performers at the time of entry.

	DATA PROTECTON

In compliance with The General Data Protection Regulations 2018  Portadown Festival Association will hold data solely for the purpose of running the Festival. 



	HEALTH AND SAFETY POLICY

	Portadown Festival Association’s Health and Safety Policy is available on request.

	

	PHOTOGRAPHY, AUDIO OR VIDEO RECORDING

No unauthorised photography, audio or video recording of children and young people is allowed at our Festivals except for an official Festival Photographer. Where parents/guardians/carers do not wish photos to be taken at all, then the responsible adult attending should ensure that their child is not included in official photos.

	

	PORTABLE APPLIANCE TESTING

	If you intend to use any portable electrical appliance it must carry a valid inspection PAT sticker BEFORE any equipment is used. This is a safety requirement required by ABC Council. This includes for example – sound equipment, keyboards, hair straighteners. Any portable electrical device that plugs into the electrical supply at the venue.

	

	RECORDING PERFORMERS OR ADJUDICATORS

	Audio, Video and photographic recording equipment and mobile telephones, including cameras encapsulated in mobile phones, ipads, digital cameras. Unfortunately due to the complications of Copyright and Performing Rights requirements, it is not possible to permit the use of any of this equipment in the competition halls. The Festival asks for the kind co-operation of members of the audience who have mobile telephones with them, to please turn them off in the competition halls.

	

	SAFEGUARDING POLICY

	The Festival’s Child Protection Policy and approach to Creating Safer Festivals for Everyone is published explicitly in our Syllabus, Programme and on our Website. By completing and signing the entry form all parents/guardians/carers and teachers of Performers under 18 (or adults needing support of any age) confirm that they give (or have obtained) the necessary consents for the performers to take part in the Festival. Without consent the entry to the Festival cannot be accepted.”

	

	STAGE SAFETY GUIDELINES

	It is a condition of entry that all Performers confirm in writing to Section Secretaries at the time of entry that they have done all within their power to ensure that their performances will conform with the following regulations:

· Theatre Properties shall not exceed a weight limit of 20kg;

· The use of strobe lighting, smoke, pyro-techniques, special lighting or naked flame, are not permitted;

· Sound effects should be produced by the competitor’s own equipment;

· All sets and props must be rendered fire-resistant before arrival at the performance venue;

· “Set-up” of  2 minutes and “Strike” of  1 minute for all properties in use’

· Throwing of glitter, hats or other loose objects on stage or into the audience is not permitted;

· Use and handling of properties in a safe manner; and

· Any electrical equipment brought into Council property must hold a valid PAT test and a Portadown Festival declaration form completed and handed to the Section Secretary.

	

	RECORDED MUSIC / PERFORMANCE

	The Portadown Festival Association is affiliated to the British and International Federation of Festivals (BIFF), and participates in its group licence to cover payment of fees for the use of recorded music at its events. 
Teachers and Performers using tapes or CD’s created from commercial recordings are advised that they should themselves seek permission  to re-record from the music companies concerned, as Portadown Festival Association cannot take responsibility for this and does not accept liability for the infringements of copyright, recording or performing rights arising out of an entrant’s accompaniment or performance. This is a legal requirement and will be enforced by local agents on behalf of the MCPs.                          
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
